The School
Counseling Program offers four study tracks: the Jumpstart Undergraduate
Track (2 years, USU undergraduates only), Summer-Start Fast Track (2

years), the Fall-Start Standard Track (3 years), and the Spring-Start Standard SGHUUL GUUNSELING
